In developing leaders at Bracken we want
to integrate the Biblical formula from Matthew
20:26 where Jesus says, “Whoever wants to
become great among you must be your servant,
and whoever wants to be first must be your
slave — just as the Son of Man did not come to
be served, but to serve.” 1 have heard from
many of you about concerns that Bracken
needs to be more like a family. We need to
make more of an effort to keep harmful cliques
from dividing us. We want an atmosphere that
is safe and still fun for our kids. I have listened
and prayed and truly believe the Lord has
given us the answer from His Word.

We are never more like Christ than when
we give of ourselves to help someone else. I
believe this new ministry will help to give first
hand experience to our students about the
value of serving others. An effective Godly
leader is always characterized by humility.
Jesus said, “The greatest among you will be
your servant. For whoever exalts himself will
be humbled, and whoever humbles himself will
be exalted.” watt. 23:11-12

Part of our mission statement is to equip
students to impact their culture for Christ. In
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our attempt to strive toward this goal, I see the
need to teach our students to first impact our
campus for Christ. [ believe this ministry can
go a long way toward helping us achieve this
goal. It is by no means a perfect answer and
will undoubtedly change as we go, but it is a
good start. [ believe God will honor our com-
mitment to be servants to each other.

We will oversee the program through the
Bible teaching time. Every student will be
serving someone who is 4 grades apart. For
example, 12th will be with 8th, 11th with 7th
and so on, down to 5th with 1st. It is somewhat
of a big brother, big sister program but with a
spiritual base and biblical goals. Every student
will be paired up with another, boy with boy
and girl with girl.

The first step will be just to meet and col-
lect some helpful information on each other.
Assignments will be things like calling the
younger students’ parents to introduce them-
selves, send a birthday card, a note of encour-
agement and sharing written prayer requests.
You will be instrumental in helping your stu-
dent learn how rewarding it is to serve others.
My long term goal is that the SALT Ministry
will bring us back as a closer knit family. We
will begin to know each other and look for-
ward to growing up together. We will be able
to experience what I believe the body of Christ
was meant to do: show the love of Christ to a
dying world. As lines that might divide are
broken down, students will be more friendly
and helpful to each other. They will be able to
experience the truth that it really is more
blessed to give than to receive. I picture a time
when students are praying for each other with-
out being asked and the positive peer pressure
to be like Christ is the overriding influence on
our campus. I believe this ministry will help us
model how we are called to live in the world
around us. We will be helping the students to
put feet to the commands of Christ to GO
and to DO.

As if this isn’t exciting enough, be in
prayer for our first ever Bracken sponsored
High School Missions trip. Under the leader-

What Is It?

The Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA) is the form that
the federal government uses to deter-
mine your eligibility for federal aid.
This aid includes grants, scholarships,
work-study, and loans.

How Does It Work?

Using your FAFSA, the federal
processor determines your Expected
Family Contribution (EFC).

5 Most Common FAFSA Mistakes
1. Do not leave a field blank. Use a
zero if the question does not apply

to you.

2. Don’t forget to report ALL
required sources of untaxed
income.

3. Use the 1040 Federal tax return for
reporting income and taxes paid,
not the W-2

4. Include yourself in household size,
even if you didn’t live there the
previous year.

5. Sign the application. If you are fil-
ing as a dependent, make sure your
parents sign, too.

everal times I've
been asked about
a byline for my
column, so after some
thought, I’ve chosen the
one above. Being one
who enjoys a good pun

Jim Cagle and feeling this title
Secondary leaves enough wiggle
Principal room to write about most

anything that relates to
the secondary school, I’ll stick with it at
least for now. You never know though, I
might have second thoughts.

We’ve all had them. Not just thoughts
about middle or high school but real second
thoughts. Did we make the right choice, do
the right thing, or did we decide to think
about that action or choice again before
making it. Second thoughts may mean we
feel we made a mistake and have regrets we
didn’t do something else. Second thoughts
can also lead to the right decisions and
right words.

Second thoughts may or may not be
beneficial. But what we think about is of
primary importance. What do we think
about? Paul gives us clear instructions on
what we should think about in Phil 4:8

113

whatever is true, whatever is honor-
able, whatever is right, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is of good
repute, if there is any excellence and if any-
thing worthy of praise, let your mind dwell
on these things.” (NAS)

Why is what our mind dwells on so
important? Because actions follow
thoughts! Proverbs 23:7 says, “For as he
thinks within himself, so he is.” (NAS)
When we look at what we are putting into
our mind does it meet those criteria Paul
listed. How does our reading material, tel-
evision watching, movie going and music
listening lineup with those guidelines.
Does thinking about that give us any sec-
ond thoughts? It does me. So then to make
me feel better about my choices is it right
for me to pass judgment on what is true,
honorable, right, pure, lovely, excellent and
praiseworthy? Whose standards do I use to
measure those?

When we commit some action that we
feel would be displeasing to God, we often
try to hide that action thinking God won’t
see. He not only sees what we do, he
knows what we think. In Hebrew 4:12 - 13
the scriptures say, “the word of God is able
to judge the thoughts and intentions of the

heart. . . all things are open and bare to the
eyes of Him with whom we have to
do.”(NAS) Reading through the gospel
accounts we frequently see the writers say-
ing that Jesus knew what
others were thinking and responded
to their thoughts before a word was ever
spoken.

So what do we do? The scripture’s
answer to that is found in Romans 12:2,
“And do not be conformed to this world,
but be transformed by the renewing of your
mind . ..” Paul says that born-again believ-
ers have the mind of Christ.
(1 Cor. 2:16) If so, why aren’t we using it?

Now that’s what Christian education is
about. Our mission statement purposes us
to provide a quality education within the
context of a Biblical worldview. That
translates to teaching our students to think
like Christ. Before you can do the right
thing, you have to think right. Learning to
think right comes from spending time in
God’s Word, looking at God’s creation
from the Creator’s view and understanding
what it means and how it applies to our
lives. Christian education is about helping
our students not conform to the world but
to be transformed by renewing their minds.
No second thoughts about that.

in our world today. Any
youthful idealism remaining with me
fades further away with each exposure of
harsh reality. I can be left with a feeling
of powerlessness. That can be a depress-
ing thought and not one of God. II
Corinthians 8:12 says ““. . . It is acceptable
according to what a man has, not accord-
ing to what a man does not have.” When
God looks at us, He sees what we are
given and equipped to do, not what we
may see as inabilities within ourselves. |
will not solve the Palestinian/Israeli con-
flict. I will not find a solution to terrorism.
[ will probably not fix a single problem on
World News Tonight. However, I do have
power to accomplish many things of great
value and so do you.

Everyday we have the power to
accomplish great good in the lives of the
people all around us. Proverbs 3:27 says,
“Do not withhold good from those to
whom it is due, when it is in your power
to do it.” There are many opportunities
for me each day to influence the lives of
students, teachers, staff, parents, and still
others that I see as I go about my day. It
usually costs little or nothing to say an
encouraging word, express appreciation,
do a small favor, make a note to remem-
ber something of importance to another,
convey a spiritual truth to an impression-
able learner. I could go on. Too often we
fail to exercise the power to do good to
others because our focus is on ourselves
(or on the weaknesses or perceived fail-
ings of others). Paul tells us that we are
to owe nothing to any man except to love
one another, Romans 13:8a. Is this power
of doing good or showing love getting
much use in your life?

When you watch a political contest
like the last presidential election, you can
clearly see the lengths people will go to to
have power. Do you remember the weeks

that we were unsure of who would be our
next president? Every day seemed to
bring another twist or legal turn that
would effect the final outcome. Scores of
lawyers were hired and tens of millions of
dollars were spent — all to determine who
would hold on to one job. What would
our lives be like if we put similar energies
into exercising the power we have to do
good to others?

I’'m trying to challenge your thinking
here. We often look at service and giving
of ourselves as “sacrifices” in which we
may equate with deprivation. Each of us
probably will agree to do “something” in
this department. What if we looked at it
as exercising real power? This is an excit-
ing and energizing thought to me. It is
also one that is deeply fulfilling and that
has everlasting results. Can you think of
several people right now that could bene-
fit from you today or this week? Purpose
to do deliberate acts of kindness. 1 think
you will find a real sense of satisfaction
and accomplishment. Even saying a sim-
ple, “I love you” won’t cost a single
penny.
